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Communication and Media

Newspapers and magazines were the dominant mass media of the
19th century. The telegraph and Morse code began to

amplify information across great distances in the mid-1800s, but
the abandoned Fort Vancouver remains had been burned to the
ground a decade before Alexander Graham Bell made the first
telephone call in 1876. The primary social media of this period was
handwritten letters, which could take weeks or months to reach
their audiences. Radio and television still were decades away.
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Communication and Media

The digital dispatches now in this area, as part of this app, are a
postmodern mix of historical documentation and media styles,
representing the words as well as the spirit of the period
communication. For example, a common way to alert specific
users of messages on Twitter is to put an @ sign in front of the
user's name as part of the message, which acts as sort of a mailing
address. Another modern media convention, the hashtag (#),
operates in a similar way, only it alerts a group of people, instead
of just one individual. Letters, journal entries and other
documentation by historical characters at the fort has been
reinterpreted in this form and remixed to recreate dialogues.
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Kaulehelehe's missing newspapers

William Kaulehelehe came from Hawail to the wilderness of the
Pacific Northwest to proselytize to fellow islanders. The Hawaiians
here wanted to spend Sabbath relaxing, though, not in church.
Information about what was happening in the rest of the world
was extremely scarce. Newspapers were the only mass medium,
and, as his letters document, Kaulehelehe treasured reading his
hometown publication, the Ka Nupepa Kuokoa, whenever he
could get it, which was not as often as he wanted. In that spirit,
you can help Kaulehelehe catch up on the news of the era by
searching around the site for the missing papers.
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News of the Era: April 30, 1859

After a trifling dispute with his previous publisher, Charles Dickens
quit and created his own weekly literary magazine, called Al the
Year Round, a phrase taken from a line in Shakespeare's Othello.

Dickens had boosted readership in publications before by
serializing his novels, so to spark this new endeavor, he doled out
his latest story in 32 installments over six months. For readers, it
was well worth the wait. A Tale of Two Cities, based upon the
social injustice of the French Revolution, became one of the most
popular works of fiction in world history, also yielding one of the
art form's most memorable opening lines.

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News of the Era: Jan. 29, 1845

Once upon a midnight dreary, while I pondered weak and weary
Over many a quaint and curious volume of forgotten fore,

This thyming ode to Lenore, a poem called The Raven, was first
printed in a weekly newspaper, The New York Evening Mirror, by
one of its critics, Edgar Allan Poe. The piece was a widespread
sensation and brought with it a backlash of parodies, copycats
and criticism. In the process, Poe became instantly famous. But not
rich. He was paid $9 for this enduring, supernatural poem.

His annual income was reported as about $600 per year.

News of the Era: April 14, 1865

President Abraham Lincoln was attending a performance of Our
American Cousin in Ford's Theatre in Washington, D.C., when

assassin John Wilkes Booth shockingly pulled out a Derringer
pistol during the show and shot the celebrated leader, who
recently had ended slavery and the American Civil War. Booth, a
fervent confederate and popular actor, punctuated the deed by
shouting the Latin phrase sic semper tyrannis, thus always to
tyrants. He then escaped from the theater and disappeared on
horseback. On the run, Booth was shot and died a few days later.
At least four of his co-conspirators were hung soon afterward.

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News of the Era: June 19, 1846

The first official base ball game took place in the early summer of
1846, between The New York Club and The Knickerbocker Base
Ball Club of New York. They played on Elysian Fields in Hoboken,
N.J., and the New York Nine won easily, 23-1, then disbanded. But
the sport spread like wildfire. A Currier-and-ives print 20 years
later documented the championship match of The American
National Game of Base Ball, attended by 20,000 people. The
Occidental Base Ball Club of Vancouver formed a year after that.
In one of the club’s first games, the Occidentals lost to the Pioneer
Club of Portland, 79-62, near the fort site, in the heart of the city.

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News of the Era: Jan. 3, 1863

Thomas Nast, the father of American caricature,
transformed Saint Nicholas of his native Germany into the
American icon of Santa Claus by creating this drawing for the
cover of the Jan. 3, 1863 Harper's Weekly. Nast's Santa Claus is
plump, not thin like Saint Nicholas. He has a long white beard. He
sits on a sleigh filled with presents, being pulled by reindeers.
Claus also is shown handing out gifts to Union soldiers, including
a puppet of confederacy president Jefferson Davis being hung by
astring. Christmas was a tradition at the time in the United States
but had yet to become a federal holiday.

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News of the Era: April 27, 1865

April 1865 was no ordinary month. William Kaulehelehe was
desperately trying to get his newspapers delivered at the time
when the Civil War was ending; Lincoln was assassinated, and his
murderer, John Wilkes Booth, was being cornered and killed.
Then, on April 27, about 1,700 Union soldiers were crammed onto
the steamboat Sultana in New Orleans to be returned home up
the Mississippi River. The boat was designed to carry no more than
376 people. Yet, for $5 a head, about 2,300 people were stuffed
onto the boat. Its boiler exploded near Memphis and killed about
1,700 of them, 200 more than died decades later on the Titanic.
